historical Background
On May 29, 1918 it was decided to open the Moscow Institute of Physical Education at the meeting of the State Commission on Education of the Russian Federation,. This date is considered the birthday of our University.

On August 29, 1919 the first "Statute of the Institute of Physical Education" was approved.

On December 1, 1920 the Russian Government adopted a resolution of the Institute "... as the higher erudite academic institution", which won the right to be called the Central; and since 1921 - the State Central Institute of Physical Education (SCIPE). Under this name it will exist until 1934.

In 1934 the SCIPE was awarded the Order of Lenin -  the highest state award of the USSR — for successes and achievements in development of Soviet sports movement, for excellent physical conditioning of students and for good organization of educational process. The name of the institution was changed - it became the State Central Order of Lenin Institute of Physical Education (SCOLIPE).
In 1993 SCOLIPE was converted to the Russian State Academy of Physical Education (RSAPE) by the resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation .

In 2002 the Russian State Academy of Physical Education received the University status and became the Russian State University of Physical Education, Sports and Tourism (RSUPE). It was a recognition of teaching staff high professional level, educational process effectiveness, the importance of ongoing research projects and their implementation in practice of physical education, sport and  professionals' training.

In 2005 the University was intensively involved to innovative activities of russian higher educational institutions, to   implementing of the Bologna Declaration "of the creation of the single European higher education area". In 2007 RSUPE was declared the winner of the competitive selection of higher educational institutions who introduce the innovative educational programs and was provided with a substantial government support.

In 2011, due to the expansion of  training profile, the University was renamed to the Russian State University of Physical Education, Sport, Youth and Tourism (SCOLIPE).

Initially, the University has been located in the former palace of Count Razumovsky at the Kazakova street, 18.  In 1970 it moved to a special building complex at Sirenevyi Boulevard.

 Lots of glorious pages have been entered in the history of the University. It was a regular participant of all the mass physical culture and sports parades, celebrations, events, held on Moscow's Red Square, at the Luzhniki Stadium. Among the students, graduates, faculty members there are many outstanding athletes, coaches, sports movement leadership: 137 of them are Olympic champions.
SCOLIPE is internationally declared center of a strong personnel for physical eduaction and sports training. Over the years of the University existance more than 50,000 qualified physical culture and sports specialists have been trained. The University has prepared specialists not only for Russia but also for the countries of near and far abroad. Since 1947, nearly 4,000 foreign specialists for 115 countries have been trained, not including the republics of the former USSR.

After finishing of university phase, graduates can continue their education in a post-graduate courses, and then a doctorate. 

University has both eduation forms: on-site and off-site. Off-site courses and special fields are the same as on-site.  Persons with higher education can be enrolled to reduced educational programs of higher professional education.

Organization of educational process

A training session consists of a double classes and lasts 1 hour and 30 minutes.

Break between training sessions is 20 minutes, between 2 and 3 classes - 50 min.

The classes begin at 8-50 a.m.

1 class - 8-50 - 10-20

2 class- 10-40 - 12-10

3 class- 13-00 - 14-30

4 class- 14-50 - 16-20

5 class- 16-40 - 18-10
There can be from 3 to 5 classes during one academic day. Training sessions are held from Monday to Friday.

Classes are held according to the curriculum. Training sessions schedule for each year and training areas are placed on a special stands near the relevant institutions and at the Educational Department page of the University official website  umu.sportedu.ru.

There are several forms of the training sessions: lectures and group (laboratory, seminar, practical, methodical). As a rule, the lectures are held for an educational streams. The educational stream includes students of one year or one specialty. Group classes are held for training group or specialization groups.

Each academic year is divided into two semesters, which have serial numbers from the 1st to the 10th, the semester ends with an examination session: summer and winter. During the session is held an interim attestation of students on subjects studied in the semester, in order to assess a level of educational material proficiency.
In the 2006-2007 academic year, the university has introduced a point system of training quality control. A scoring monitoring system of students' progress is one of the components of a credit system, which has been introduced by the Ministry of Education and Science of Russian Federation's order № 215 dated 29.07.2005 "About the innovations of higher education institutions on transition to the credit system."

The scoring system is being introduced to encourage systematic learning activities of students throughout the academic year and to provide control over this activity. The introduction of scoring system is also intended to stimulate the creativity of students, their independent work.

A scoring system is used to control the learning process in all subjects of the curriculum.

It provides intermediate (exam, test, semester control) and current (participation in seminars, homework, examinations, computer testing, preparation and defence of essays, passing of control standards, etc.) monitoring of progress in each discipline. This system does not apply to the final control - final state performance.

For making the final grade for the whole period of the discipline or phase of study, culminating in test or examination, a 100 - point scale is used. A student can earn points in each type of current control and in ntermediate one. Types of current control, their quantity, the number of points accrued in each kind of control over a particular discipline, are determined by leading teachers with the necessary approval of the department. The department also sets dates for each type of control.

In the absence of a student in the classroom for a valid reason (participation in sports events, conferences, exhibitions and other events), in order to support an active extracurricular research or other creative activity of students, as well as to increase the participation of students in interacademic and international events, is possible the maximum points accounting, provided in the frames of discipline for attendance.

Scoring scale of current progress in any discipline should include the possibility of examination assessment / credit without their passing, ie the student should be able to earn up to 100 points in the current progress . On this basis, the total maximum score for all types of current control should be 100 points.

In case the discipline of the curriculum does not provide any exam or test, the interim certification of a student in the discipline is performed in a form of knowledge control of  current progress.

Final assessment of results of studying in discipline according to the number of earned points and the form of final assessment prescribed by the curriculum (exam score, credit), is setted up in accordance with the scales presented below:

The marks should be recorded in the examination sheet both in a 1 to 5 scale and a scale of ECTS, as well as the total amount of points.

If the score corresponding to points number earned in the current progress, does not satisfy the student, he can take the exam (credit). In this case, the final assessment can not be lower than obtained in a current progress one.
In the absence of points for the current academic performance, or lack of them, the student must take the exam / credit. Thus, if the score is 30% or more than maximum possible in the current performance, the student is allowed to take the exam / credit.

In the absence of points or their insufficient amount the student is required to have a permit for the exam / credit. The issue regarding to the admission can be resolved either by testing or by performing tasks, provided by the discipline program and reflected in the discipline summary.

Unsatisfactory marks (unsatisfactory, fail) can not be recorded in the gradebook.

Only students admitted to the session can pass the exams or credits. Admission to the session is handled by the staff of the institutions. They put a stamp "Approved for exams" on the right page of the corresponding semester of the record book.  The students with no arrears of the previous session and scored during the current control at least 40% of the maximum possible number of points for each discipline are allowed to the session.

If the student does not fulfill these requirements, but has a documented valid reason (illness, participation in a training camps, competitions), the Institute will prolong timeframes of the session.

For the extension of the session timeframes due to illness the student is required to present the relevant document within 3 days after the end of the disease.

Extension of session regarding to participation in competitions or training camp is performed prior to their start,  based on the student's personal application request, intercession letter from sports organization and from issuing department.

In case of unsatisfactory mark the student is eligible to resit the exam or credit no more than two times in accordance with the schedule of exams / credits. Retake of the exam or credit for a positive mark during the session does not deprive the student for scholarship. Failed and not retaken exam or credit during the session should be retaken in a terms fixed by the Department. Otherwise, the student may be expelled from the university for academic failure.

During the training students complete a courseworks in some disciplines (in particular, in the disciplines of specialization). Requirements for the content and design of those will be received by students while studying of relevant disciplines. By the final state certification, the students prepare graduate qualification work, the supervisor is approved by order of the university.

The students can be admitted to the session prematurely.

Preschedule session is permitted in the following cases:

· participation in a training camps, competitions, issued by the order;

· Illness of the student (listener), confirmed by a medical certificate;

· Family circumstances (illness, death in family, care for a close relative or other causes beyond the control of the parties, documented);

· The student (listener)  passed the current control in all disciplines (providing that he earned at least 40% of the maximum possible points number in these disciplines).

Preschedule session is allowed not earlier than one month prior to the examination session.

 The students (listeners) who have no arrears for the previous sessions, are admitted to the preschedule session.

The documents proving the necessity of early exams are applied to the student's written request(for example, a medical certificate, a letter from the relevant sports federation).

According to results of examination (and when enrolling students - the results of entrance examinations), the institutions prepare an order appointing the state academic scholarship. As a rule, the grant is charged to those whos average  grade point is  4 or higher; students with 'satisfactory'  marks do not receive it. Students who have passed all the exams  for "excellent" and "good" are appointed to higher scholarship.

The students fully complied all requirements of the course curriculum and successfully passed all the exams and credits, are transferred to the next course by the order of the university .

During each academic year the students are given a vacation: 2 weeks in winter and 7 weeks in summer.

Education at the University ends with the final state certification; allowed are students met all requirements of the curriculum: all exams and credits, all coursework and practices are passed. Protection of final qualifying work and interdisciplinary examination are submitted at the final state certification.

CENTRAL BRANCH LIBRARY OF THE SCOLIPE
All the materials needed for learning, both in paper and electronic format can be found in the central branch library.
The SCOLIPE library is the biggest one in Russia, it contains the largest amount of information about physical culture, sport and tourism issues. The main mission of the library - informational support of educational and research activities of the university with the provision of a diverse services range.

Library funds are total more than 600 thousands of information units. Those include training, research, reference, fiction   literature, periodicals and ongoing publications, as well as unpublished documents,  digital releases, etc.

The pride of the library - rare archival physical culture and sports editions, personal libraries of famous scientists, retrospective holdings, as well as funds of thesis works and abstracts.

     The digital reading hall provides access to remote information resources, to the various sectoral and universal databases, including Full-text digital library of thesis works of the Russian State Library.

Readers are served in all departments of the library with a single library card.
STUDENT RIGHTS  (extract from the SCOLIPE Statute)
Rights and responsibilities of students and other trainees of the university are determined by the legislation of the Russian Federation, the Statute and local regulations of the university.

Student is a person duly enrolled in the university by the rector's order to study at an educational program of higher education.
Students have the rights:
· to obtain knowledge according to the present level of development of science, technology and culture;

· to study in order established by the legislation of the Russian Federation, on individual plans,  to choose facultative (optional) for this field of training (specialty) and elective (elected mandatory) courses offered by the respective faculties and departments;

· to master besides disciplines within the chosen field of study (majors) any other academic disciplines taught in the university, as well as at other higher education institutions (by agreement between their heads) on the conditions determined by the university Board of Studies;

· to participate in the discussion and decision of the major issues of the university, including through public organizations created there;  

·  to be elected in accordance with the quota as a member of the university Board of Studies, the Council of the Institute, the Academic Council (Council) of the branch and to participate in the meetings of the departments in addressing issues affecting them;

·  to use the library and information funds, services of available educational, scientific, medical and other units of the university in the manner prescribed in the university;

· to take part in all kinds of research, conferences, symposia, seminars, to present their own works for publication, including in the university's publications;

· to transfer  from the university to other institutions (with their consent), to change the form of education and training areas, to move from paid education for free (on a space available basis), to readmit for studying in the university;

· to appeal orders and instructions of the university administration in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation;

· to receive from the university administration information it has about the employment situation in the Russian Federation.
Full-time students are eligible in their free time to work in organizations of any organizational and legal forms.

Full-time students at the time of study in the university are granted with deferment of military service according to the legislation of the Russian Federation.

For medical and other exceptional cases, the student of the University is provided with a sabbatical year in the manner prescribed by the Ministry of Education.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES  (extract from the SCOLIPE Statute)
Students are required:
· to comply with all requirements of educational programs of higher education;

· to attend all kinds of activities and perform in a timely manner all kinds of tasks provided by the curriculum and programs of study;
· to comply with the requirements of this Statute, to comply with internal regulations of the university, dormitory regulations, local regulations of the university, orders, and (or) disposals of the university administration;

· to follow to generally accepted standards of morality in their own behavior,  strive constantly to improve the overall culture, moral and physical perfection;

· to care of the university  properties, and in the case of material damage to compensate it in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation.

WHEN STUDENTS STUDYING FOR A FEE CAN BE moved AT NO COST?
a) if the student has pulled “good” and “excellent” within four semesters as a result of the current assessment (there must be more than 50% of “excellent” scores, including practices scores;  other scores must be "good", credits are not included in the percentage calculation);

b) if the student has pulled “excellent”  within two semesters as a result of the current assessment;

c) if during the training he has been given the title of master of sports, world-class athlete or honored master of sports;
d) the student has lost the earner, or due to beginning of earner's incapacitation;

e) students have been left without parental care, as well as students under the age of 23 years among  children who have become an  orphans and children left without parental care;

e) students who have become disabled of I and II groups during their studies, disabled children, who according to the conclusion of the federal medical and social assessment are not contraindicated for a college education in the respective directions (specialties);
f) student has worked at the university for at least one year (the application of the structural unit where the student works and resolution of the rector are required).

The method of moving from paid to free education is determined by the local regulations of the university.

Transfer of students from another educational institution to the university and from the university to another educational institution is carried out in accordance with the legislation of the Russian Federation. In this case, the students retain all rights as per first time learner at this level of higher education.

Acceptance of persons who dropped out of high school to continue their studies at another institution of higher education is carried out in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation.
WHY THE STUDENT CAN BE EXPELLED FROM THE UNIVERSITY?
Student can be expelled for valid reasons:
- Due to  successful completion of the course of theoretical and practical training and  defence of graduation work;

- At his own request;

- Due to transfer to another institution;

- For health reasons;

- Due to appeal to the Armed forces.

 Without a valid reasons:
- For academic failure;

- For violating the standards set by the legislation of the Russian Federation, the Statute, internal rules, dormitory regulations, and other local normative legal acts of the university;

- In case of imprisonment upon conviction;

        - In case of no liquidation of the academic debt in a timely manner;

        - In case of no entering to the session and no submission of documents confirming the absence for valid reason;

        - If no out of the sabbatical;

        - In case of unsatisfactory assessment  at the state examinations or at the defense of the graduation project.
Students expelled for academic failure:
        - Who have not passed the exams, and (or) credits in three or more disciplines;

        - Who have received a failing grade in re-take of the same discipline to the committee.

The student has the the right to readmit in the university after being expelled for five years voluntarily or for a valid reason with retaining of education form (free or paid) he had before withdrawal on a space available basis. 

Studend expelled without valid reason can be readmitted by the order of the rector on a submission of Director of the Institute, for five years after being expelled on the basis of assessment of students on a paid (contract) basis.

TUITION FEES
Students enrolled on a contract basis, pay fees under the contract for the provision of educational services in professional education. Tuition fees are paid either once a year or by semester: payment for the first six months - until August 1, payment for the second half of the year - until February 1. In case of delayed payment the institution may apply fines to the student, according to the terms of the contract.   Accounting is placed at the 1st floor of the Medical and Biological building, room 36. Business hours: Monday to Friday from 10.00 to 17.00, lunch from 13.00 to 14.00. SCHOLARSHIP
Students enrolled in full-time education and who receive education at the expense of the federal budget, are provided with scholarships, allowances and other social benefits within the limits of budgetary obligations for these purposes in accordance with the laws of the Russian Federation. The scholarship is charged on the bank card, which must be adjusted in the Accounting on the 1st floor of the Medical and Biological building, room 36.

Students enrolled for a fee do not receive a scholarship. 
 GROUP CURATOR
       The group curator is the most necessary and useful person at the university. For all questions or problems that you have, first of all it is necessary to apply it to him. The curator is appointed by the Rector and has broad powers:

·  helps to first-year students in early and optimal adaptation to training in high school, in forming of tight-knit and workable team;

 - introduces first-year students in their rights and responsibilities under the law of the Russian Federation "About higher and postgraduate education", in history, tradition and modern structural organization of the university and system of educational process control, the Statute and the internal regulations of the university;

- Controls the process of mastering by students the disciplines of professional program, assists in organizing and monitoring of training and education quality of students, participates in the planning and enhance of their leisure, sports, health and other social and cultural activities.
THE STUDENT UNION COMMITTEE AND THE STUDENT COUNCIL

Student Union Committee. Student Union Committee is established for the social protection of students. Here you will be able to get grants and financial assistance in case the need arises.
Students' Union Government (The Student Council). The Council includes the student council of dormitory. Chairman of the Council, Vice Chairman of the Students' Union Government - Sergey Laptev.
